MEMORANDUM & % 5
ON PARTNERSHIP AND COOPERATION

19th December 2024 Kyiv, Ukraine

The National Academy of Culture and Arts Management (hereinafter — the Academy),
represented by the acting Rector Marchenko Valerii, acting on the basis of the Charter, and
Vienna Beethoven Conservatory (hereinafter — VBC), represented by Siranush Galoyan-
Tkachenko, acting on the basis of the Charter, seeking to ensure the creI:ation of appropriate
conditions for the popularization and development of cultural and artistic direction in Ukraine
and abroad, to ensure the development of information technology and creative industries,
combining knowledge and experience in education, culture, art, management, technology,
design, striving to improve the overall level of education, opportunities to increase the level of
joint projects, promote the creation of educational courses, seminars, workshops and other
projects, have concluded this Memorandum of Partnership and Cooperation to achieve this goal
on the basis of combining the capabilities of the Parties:

GENERAL PROVISIONS

The purpose of the Memorandum is to implement effective forms of cooperation
between the Parties to ensure that the above-mentioned need in the field of education culture,
arts, innovation, technology. design and creative industries

The Parties agreed on the following areas of cooperation:

- holding joint events (seminars, trainings, lectures, conferences, etc.) and outreach
activities among young people, researchers and teachers aimed at raising awareness of current
trends in the development of culture and art;

- development and implementation of training and information programs and courses,
various projects aimed at raising awareness of the functions and role of cultural and artistic
institutions for Ukrainian society;

- promoting the creation of new initiatives and supporting the work of existing ones in
the relevant field; organizing consultations, sharing experience through educational, cultural
and artistic events, cultural diplomacy activities, etc.

- developing and implementing joint programs and projects, including international ones,
to unlock and realize the creative potential of young people, training the necessary specialists,
conducting research and informing participants in the field of culture, arts, technology,
innovation, design, etc.

- providing information, practical support and counseling to participants in the field of
culture and arts:

- organizing and holding joint public events aimed at addressing issues of mutual interest
to the Parties;

- other areas determined by the Parties in the course of negotiations and not contradicting
the missions and objectives of their activities.



The Parties have agreed on the following forms of cooperation:

- development of projects in the field of culture and arts;

- organization of joint educational and professional programs and trainings (hereinafter
referred to as the Programs) to raise awareness of students in the field of culture, arts,
technology. design, development of entreprenecurial and leadership competencies:

- development and joint submissions of applications for grants and scholarships;

- conducting master classes and workshops by representatives of successful Ukrainian
and international business in the field of innovation and creative industries, on the specifics of
creating, running a business and its development.

- joint conferences, seminars, workshops, trainings, etc.

- provision of mutual legal, information and resource support by the Parties;

- other forms determined by the Parties in the course of negotiations and not contradicting
the missions and objectives of their activities.

MUTUAL OBLIGATIONS

The Parties shall be equal and independent of each other in their activities.

The Parties shall interact with each other on the implementation of the provisions of this
Memorandum through authorized representatives delegated by the Parties to consider current
issues and conduct joint activities.

The Parties agree that the terms of this Memorandum are not confidential and may be
disclosed to interested third parties as necessary.

The Parties undertake not to take any action at any time, in any communications with any
media or otherwise, that is intended to criticize, ridicule or make any statement that disparages
or otherwise causes damage to the business reputation of either Party, financial condition or
prospects, services or any executive body or position managers, employees or other partners.

All amendments and supplements to this Memorandum shall be executed in writing and
by agreement of the Parties. Pursuant to the Memorandum, the Parties have no financial
obligations to each other. The Parties shall implement joint projects requiring financing on the
terms of economic relations between the Parties and the conclusion of separate agreements.

FINAL PROVISIONS

The Parties consider this Memorandum to be a declaration of intent that does not result
in any financial consequences or obligations for either of them. The relations between the
Parties set forth in this Memorandum are solely those of independent partics. Each Party shall
have the right to cooperate with a third party on any matters similar to those contemplated by
this Memorandum.

Nothing in this Memorandum shall prevent either Party from entering into other
agreements with other parties.



All disputes regarding the interpretation and application of the provisions of this
Memorandum shall be resolved through negotiations and consultations between the Parties.

The Memorandum is concluded for an indefinite period and shall enter into force from
the date of its singing and may be terminated by mutual agreement of the Parties.
